The Jefferson County Agricultural Society is offering children 8 years of age and 
younger the following categories to display at the fair: 
 
7th Department: 
 
 “Children’s Grow A Plant” – plant a vine in an old shoe or boot.  Find an old 
shoe or boot, fill with potting soil and plant your favorite vine species. 
 
 
8th Department: 
 
 Crayon Drawing – Uniquely drawn picture using crayons only.  Must be on an 8 
x 10 sheet of paper.  Not to be framed. 
 
 Watercolor Picture – Uniquely painted picture using watercolors only.  Must 
be on an 8 x 10 sheet of paper.  Not to be framed 
 
 Cut & Paste Picture – Unique picture using cut and paste pictures.  Must be 
on an 8 x 10 sheet of paper.  Not to be framed 
 
 Mr. Potato Head – Do not slice.  Dress or decorate a potato 
 
There is no entry fee for any of the above Cloverbud Exhibits. Cloverbud 
exhibits must be checked on the Jr. Fair Entry Sheet contained in this packet 
by July 21st.  (No Open Class Entry Forms are needed for the above exhibits.) 
 
Cloverbuds must bring their exhibit to the 7th & 8th Departments on Sunday, 
August 12th between the hours of 12:00 Noon and 6:00 p.m. and Monday, 
August 13th between 7:00 and 8:30 p.m.
